	Course Eligibility

The Part-time Fee Grant (PFG) replaces ILA Scotland £500 funding from 1st April 2011.  TfC SVQ courses eligible for the PFG are HSC SVQ, levels 3 and 4 and CCLD level 3.  This is because the funding is only available for courses in which the learner can achieve 40 or more SCQF credits at SCQF level 7 or above.
Candidate Eligibility and ILA Application process
To be eligible for the Part-time Fee Grant funding you must be aged over 16 and meet the following criteria:
· Earn less than £22k pa or
· Be in receipt of one of the following benefits: 1) Jobseeker’s Allowance, 2) Income Support, 3) Incapacity Benefit, 4) Carers Allowance, 5) Child Tax Credit (maximum rate), 6) Employment & Support Allowance, 7) Pension Credit.
· Fulfil residency criteria (further details available from SAAS)

If you are beginning your course before 1st August 2011 you should download the PFG Application 2010-11.  For courses start dates after 1st August 2011 you should download the PFG Application 2011-12 (this will be available online from 1st June 2011)  Once your place on the SVQ course is confirmed, you must pass the PFG form to TfC to be endorsed, before returning it to SAAS  to finalise your application.
